Scene 2

Jingle: Yes, Santa! 
Scene 3
In the workshop 
Elves  are making toys and singing:
Jingle bells, jingle bells

Elf 1: Hi, Jingle! How are you? 
Jingle: I’m sad because children don’t understand Christmas.
Elf 2: Don’t think so there are many good boys and girls and we are making toys for them.

Elf 3: What do you want Jingle? 
Jingle:  I want… I want… I want… See you, elves.
Scene 4 
Jingle (writing a letter) “Dear Santa, I’m leaving. I’m sad because children don’t understand Christmas. Good bye, I’m going to the human world… ”
Narrator:  A few hours later, Jingle finds the Candy Cane Door. 
Jingle:  Hello, Nutmeg.
Nutmeg: Hello, Jingle. What are you doing here?
Jingle:  I’m leaving. I want to go to the human world.
Nutmeg: The human world is very scary. Good luck, Jingle!
Jingle:  Thank you, Nutmeg. Good bye.
Game and song

Toy seller:  Oh, we don’t want beggars here!
Jingle:  Sorry, good bye.
Toy seller: Good bye, a little man.

Jingle: Oh, Who’s that? 
Charlie: Hello, who are you? Are you an elf?

Charlie: My name is Charlie!
Jingle: Nice to meet you, Charlie. 
Charlie: Jingle, you are very cold and hungry. Come home with me!
Jingle: Thank you, Charlie.
Scene 8
Charlie : This is my Mum, her name is Mary. This is my Dad, his name is Bob.
Mum and Dad, this is Jingle, he is an elf. He is very hungry and cold.
Mother:  Nice to meet Jingle.  Sit down, please, some bread and cheese and some warm milk for you.
Jingle: Thank you very much, you are so kind.
Father:  Jingle, where do you live?
Jingle: I live in the North Pole with Santa. 
Father:  It’s so far and you know Santa! But why did you leave?
